*This is good, and pleases God our Savior, *who wants all men to be
saved and to come to a knowledge of the truth.

®For there is one God and one mediator between God and men, the
man Christ Jesus, ®who gave himself as a ransom for all men-- the
testimony given in its proper time.

" And for this purpose | was appointed a herald and an apostle-- | am
telling the truth, I am not lying-- and a teacher of the true faith to the
Gentiles.

In this section of the letter Paul connects a vital implication for why the
Ephesians ought to pray for their authorities. In the history of the church
at this time, Christianity was being attached internally by false teachers
amongst other things, who, in their zeal to uphold Jewish tradition or
secular philosophies, have cause controversies and quarrelling within
the church (1:3-4). Paul’'s concern was that it might inevitably cause
angst for those who ruled over Ephesus and a disdain towards God’s
people. Similar situations arose in Rome for instance where all
Christians were thrown out due to the unrest which had arisen in that
city because of similar reasons. When the church of God is a model of
peace to the world around her and she is accepted by the authorities
around her, she is able to get on with the vital work of God’s mission, the
vital work of salvation to the world.
